Use the homophones word list in word prediction to compare definitions of homophones



	
	Dennis:  doesn’t follow correct lab format; spends too much time setting up page


	May not finish lab reports in allotted time or spend time on set-up rather than content


	Create (or download) templates for writing up different kinds of labs and convert to KESI format 

Open the template and save it under own name



	
	Carole:  hurries through assignments


	May not proofread carefully


	Set up Kurzweil Typing Echo to echo words and sentences for independent self-editing during writing

Read self-paced by sentence to proofread labs before turning them in 



	
	Andrea:  excellent artist
	Written labs will not tap her artistic talent
	Ask Andrea to create original drawings for labeling that can be turned into templates for others in the class to use
